Report: 

A study tour was organized by the department of Sanskrit, Hiralal Bhakat College (with the 
collaboration of IQAC) on 18.11.2019 to Visva Bharati University. The purpose of this tour 

was to visit to the ‘Lipika Manuscriptorium, Rabindra-Bhavana’ (িলিপকা পুিঁথশালা, 

রবীģভবন) situated in the premises of Visva-Bharati University along with the ‘Central 

Library’ of the University.  

The main purpose was to visit and gather knowledge on some selective Manuscripts such as 
‘Rāmāyana’, ‘Mahābhārata’, ‘Shrikrishnakirtan’ etc.  

A group of students accompanied by 06 teaching and 02 non-teaching staffs left from College 
premises at 8.00 a.m. and arrived at Santiniketan at 10.00 a.m. Then the group reached to the 
University. Basically the tour programme was divided into two parts. First was visiting the 
Manuscripts to the auditorium and the second one was to visit the Central Library of the 
University.  

As per ‘CBCS’ curriculum, Burdwan University there is a CORE COURSE named ‘Indian 
Epigraphy and Chronology’ (CC-VIII). For the betterment of students of semester IV, the 
department decided to arrange a study-tour related to that Core Course, so the students can 
understand how Manuscripts actually look, the process of Manuscript preservation, types of 
Manuscripts and their basic differences etc. 

Prof. Anup Kumar Santra of Visva Bharati University delivered us an informative lecture on 
Manuscripts. Students were very much inquisitive.  

Students were satisfied. The  study tour was a huge success. They had great experience and it 
was very helpful for them as they got a clear vision about Manuscripts,  that will help them to 
understand the process of preserving them. They got some practical knowledge also which 
will help them in their future studies.
